| started martial arts at the age of 11. | always wanted to get into martial arts; | had a passion for it from
watching all the old martial arts movies, but | never got into it until | really needed it the most, and that was
when | was being severely bullied in elementary/middle school years.

School life was very hard for me. | was unsocial, unconfident, and had low self-esteem, which made it
hard for me to make friends and an easy target for others to hurt me physically and mentally. I've been to
about seven different schools because of this. When | joined martial arts, not only did | get great exercise
to put me in shape and heal me from my asthma, but it gave me the confidence to stand up for myself
when | needed to. Also, it taught me how to make friends, and be an all-around leader in my home and my
community. It changed my life forever.

| achieved my black belt at the age of 14 and entered into the instructors program. | wanted to take this
on as a career knowing that this is what | love to do and | wanted to help other people reach their goals. |
believe everything happens for a reason, and | want to use the years of my bullying to help other kids how
to be confident, strong, fearless, and at the same time, very kind and respectful. Hopefully they wouldn’t
have to go through the same things as I did.

| became a certified instructor at 18 and began teaching at other martial arts schools. | later joined the
tournament life and | have been the California State Champion for the past 5 years. | have been given the
opportunity to qualify in the World’s Top 10 list, which is made up of the top 10 fighters around the world to
compete in the Tournament of Champions for the World Title. | was told by my instructor that | would be a
World Champion someday. With owning a martial arts school at age 24, and a 4th degree black belt, that
prophecy became a reality on July 11, 2014-- became the new Taekwondo 2014 World Champion!

You must never give up on your goals, no matter how discouraging it may get, or how bleak it may seem. |
am thankful for the families and friends that have supported me throughout this journey because it sure has
been quite an amazing one! Taekwondo changed my life and I'm so glad to be using this to reach others
